spaceChronic effects Some of the components of this product are hazardous in the respirable form.  However,because of the physical nature of this product, dust generation is not expected.In 1997, IARC (the International Agency for Research on Cancer) concluded that crystallinesilica inhaled from occupational sources can cause lung cancer in humans.  However inmaking the overall evaluation, IARC noted that "carcinogenicity was not detected in allindustrial circumstances studied. Carcinogenicity may be dependent on inherentcharacteristics of the crystalline silica or on external factors affecting its biological activity ordistribution of its polymorphs."  (IARC Monographs on the evaluation of the carcinogenicrisks of chemicals to humans, Silica, silicates dust and organic fibres, 1997, Vol. 68, IARC,Lyon, France.)In June 2003, SCOEL (the EU Scientific Committee on Occupational Exposure Limits)concluded that the main effect in humans of the inhalation of respirable crystalline silica dustis silicosis.  "There is sufficient information to conclude that the relative risk of lung cancer isincreased in persons with silicosis (and, apparently, not in employees without silicosisexposed to silica dust in quarries and in the ceramic industry).  Therefore, preventing theonset of silicosis will also reduce the cancer risk..."
